Telangana State Chapter of IRIA in association with Dr.KPR FOUNDATION organized one day
free multi speciality mega medical camp on 17th January 2016 (Sunday), at Kodakandla village, Warangal
Dist, about 150 Kms distance from Hyderabad. 1100 patients from Kodakandla and the surrounding villages
attended the camp.

Cardiologists, Physicians, Gastroenterologist, Gynaecologists, Paediatricians,
Endocrinologists, Radiologists, Orthopedicians, Surgeons, Pulmonologist, Dermatologist and Neurologist
have participated in the camp from various corporate Hospitals including CARE, Basavatarakam Indo-
American Cancer Hospital, Asian Institute of Gastroenterology, Yashoda Hospital, Kamineni Hospital, ESI
Hospital from Hyderabad and doctors from Warangal participated in the camp.

Fuji and care stream sponsored x-ray and mammographic
films.
